9. DATES: 

Arrival and pick-up service: August 6 to 8, 2010
 Course and activities included in the program: August 9 to 20, 2010
Students are expected to participate from the first day until the last day of  the course.

Housing dates: students will have access to the accommodation from August 6 to 21, 2010

10. Application Procedure and Acceptance Letter: 

1.- The application is  ON-LINE. The student/ partner university should contact summerprogramme@jibs.hj.se in order to request a username and password and instructions on how to apply on-line. The following information should be included:

- Complete name of the students (specify first and last name).

- Name of the students’ home university.

- Name of the course the students want to attend.

2.- Application Deadline:

For citizens from a country that requires visa for entry into Sweden, the application deadline is:

April 15, 2010

For citizens from a country that does not require visa for entry into Sweden, the application deadline is:

May 15, 2010

3.- The letter of acceptance will be issued once the following is done:

- The on-line application has been filled out.

- The payment to the summer program has reached JIBS’ account. 

- The students’ official transcript of academic records* has reached JIBS.

- Proof of fluency in English has reached JIBS.  TOEFL score 550 (old scale) 213 (new scale)**

All the above must be done by the deadline.

*The transcript of records is an official document issued by the home university, which includes courses and grades of previous and current higher education study.

**If the student is a former JIBS student, he/she does not need to submit the proof of fluency in English. Applicants from the EU/EEA countries may be exempted from the English test if they have previous studies at a University were English is the language of instruction. In this case students must submit an official certificate/confirmation letter from the university.
